RESOLUTION

regarding the special measures taken within Babes-Bolyai University
in the wake of the COVID-19 spread

Given the growing number of SARS-CoV-2 cases, the measures taken at a national level established by
Decree no. 195/2020 of 16" March 2020 regarding the state of emergency within the Romanian territory,
the Military Order no. 1 from 18" March 2020, published in the Official Gazette no. 219/18.03.2020,

The Babes-Bolyai University Administration Council, assembled on 18" March 2020,

DECIDES UPON THE FOLLOWING:

1. The activity within the Hasdeu university campus canteen is cancelled — canteen is closed.

The meals will be ensured by the Cluj-Napoca City Hall for students who are under self-isolation,
upon recommendation by the Public Health Service. The UBB General Administrative Directorate is
to keep in touch with the city hall services to guarantee meals to students accommodated in the
UBB dormitories, to their respective dormitories assigned by the UBB Social Service.

3. No other accommodation will be granted within the university dormitories to anyone who does not
benefit from UBB accommodation at the time of this resolution.

4. Access to the luliu Hatieganu Sports Park and the Alexandru Borza Botanical Garden will be
restricted to a maximum of 100 people at a time (simultaneously). Access will be granted through
one single entrance, and the UBB Security Service will keep track of people’s entrances and exits so
that the admitted maximum number of people is not exceeded. The security service staff and the
park staff will inform people of their obligation to interact according to maximum security conditions
in order to prevent the spread of the COVID-19.

The security service, the park staff and the staff of the botanical garden are fully responsible for the
implementation of the said measures in this article.

5. Exceptional measures will be taken within the dorms where self-isolation cases exist in order to
guarantee the appropriate conditions within established parameters, upon further notice.
